Road Safety in India: Issues and Challenges. 

 

 

A one day National Seminar was organized On Road Safety in India: 

Issues and Challenges, sponsored by Transport Commissioner Haryana and 

Director General Higher Education Haryana on 25-02-2019 on the college campus. 

The prime objective of the seminar was to raise awareness among the students 

regarding the Road Safety measures. The seminar started with the Registration 

process of the participants at 9.30 AM   

 

The Inaugural session: The Inaugural session of the Seminar started with the 

Lightning of lamp and Floral tribute to Maa Saraswati by the honourable guests of 

the programme. Dr. Hari Prakash Sharma, honourable Principal, welcomed the 

Dignitaries by presenting them saplings. Keeping in view the important 

consideration of Environmental Protection, the college has established the culture 

of greeting the guests with beautiful Saplings. Dr. Hukam Singh, Controller of 

Examinations, Kurukshetra University, Kurukshetra, graced the occasion as the 

Chief Guest of the Seminar. 

Dr. Hari Parkash Sharma, Principal of the college extended a warm welcome 

to the Guests and thanked them for sparing their valuable time and gracing the 

occasion with their benign presence. He showed his concern for the casual 

approach of youth towards the rules and regulation of road safety. He advised the 

young people to realize the true worth of their lives and not to take it for granted. 

He motivated all the participants to follow Traffic rules. He emphasized the 
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importance of using the Seat belts while driving four-wheelers and showing a 

patient gesture at a Red light signal. He advised all the audience to strictly abide by 

the traffic rules and always co-operate with Traffic personnel.   

Dr. Amit Kumar, Convener of this seminar, introduced the theme and 

objectives of the seminar. He said that Road Safety is primarily concerned with the 

protection and security of all those persons who travel on roads. Everyone among 

us is a Road User. He also presented some data regarding the status of Road safety 

in India, with special reference to Haryana State. He also presented statistical data 

regarding Road Traffic accidents. 

Wing Commander (Retd), C.S. Grewal, Chief Traffic Marshal, Chandigarh 

Police was the erudite Key note Speaker of the programme. His keynote address 

was an extensive and profound analysis of the requisite measures any road user, be 

it a Pedestrian, Two-wheeler driver, Four-wheeler driver or driver of heavy duty 

Vehicles, should take to safeguard his precious life against the lurking dangers of 

Road Accidents. He compared the data of Road Safety Statistics of India with 

other countries of the world. He gave valuable suggestions to all kind of road 

users. He emphasized the importance of wearing Helmets while riding two 

wheelers. He showed appalling videos of road accidents to the partic ipants which 

were caused by the sheer negligence on the part of one of the drivers involved. 

These videos shocked the sensibilities of the audience, thereby infusing in them a 

strong sense of responsibility towards the strict observance of Road Safety Rules 

and Regulations. By citing examples of the Casualties that occurred with some 

famous personalities due to the negligence of not using the seat belt, he 

emphasized the importance of wearing seat belts. He acquainted the audience with 

the prevalent norms of Road Safety. 

 

Technical Session I: Sh. Lakhvinder Grewal, District President, Road Safety 
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Organisation, Kurukshetra was the worthy Resource Person in the first session. In 

his address he motivated the youth to abide by the Road Safety norms. He 

highlighted the importance of the role of Youth Power in building up a strong 

Nation. He said that the nation cannot afford to lose the essential lives of the young 

people due to sheer negligence of Road Safety Rules.  

 

Technical Session II: The second Technical session resumed after the Tea break. 

Sh. Rajender Saini, District Training Officer, Red Cross Society, Kurukshetra and 

Sh. Jas Kanwar Pal Singh, Traffic Marshal, Chandigarh Police were the Worthy 

Resource Persons of the session. Sh. Rajender Saini took Solemn Oath from all the 

participants that they will always follow Traffic Rules and perform their 

responsibilities towards all other Road users. He also demanded a strong 

commitment on the part of the students to raise awareness of the prevalent Road 

Safety Rules among their peer groups.  

Sh. Jas Kanwar Pal Singh warned the students against the dangers of over 

speeding and wrong overtaking while driving vehicles on different highways. He 

emphasized the importance of maintaining a proper gap between two vehicles 

while overtaking and discussed the issue of Road Visibility as a requisite condition 

of Road Safety.  

 

Dr. Vijeshwari Sharma, Principal, Dayanand Mahila Mahavidyalaya, 

Kurukshetra, an erudite scholar, chaired the Technical sessions of the programme. 

She beautifully encapsulated the crux of all the lectures presented by various 

resource persons in her accurate and precise expression.  

 

Valedictory session: Dr. Hukam Singh, Controller of Examinations, Kurukshetra 

University, Kurukshetra, led the programme to a beautiful closing by expressing 
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his profound views in his Valedictory Speech. He said that the awareness of the 

Road Safety rules alone will not suffice to control the growing number of Road 

accidents. He insisted that the law enforcing agencies will have to play a very 

important role by punishing the lawbreakers and ensuring strict implementation of 

the Road Safety Rules.
